8.  Proof of Negative Coggins test and rabies certificate  must be provided 

with entry.

9. All Riders must wear properly fitting ASTM and SEI headgear with

harness secured when riding anywhere on the show grounds.

10. Stonefence farm, employees and or property owners will not be responsible

for any accidents, loss or damages which may occur to any horse, rider, 

spectator, groom or equipment before, during or after the horse show.

Special Hunter Division Classes 1-4

Open to horses/ponies regardless of experience.   Fences:  2’6”.

Low Hunter Division Classes 5-8

Open to horses/ponies regardless of experience.  Fences: 3’or 3’3”.

Pleasure Hunter Division Classes 9-11

Open to horses/ponies showing under hunt seat tack.

Mini Stirrup Division Classes 12-14

Open to riders that have not reached their 10th birthday as of December 1,

2024. May cross enter into Walk Trot classes only.

Hopeful/Modified Hunter Pro Division Classes 15-18

Hopeful/Modified Hunter Non-Pro Division 19-22

May not compete in any division 3’ or more in height. Trotting permitted.

Fences: 2’ No Oxers

Long Stirrup Hunter Division Classes 23-26

Open to Non-Professionals and Young/Green Horses/Ponies. 

Wt, wtc, 2 cross rails, Fences 18”
